There can be NO partnership agreement on dummy's placement of the 

suit led on opening lead to use as a memory aid. For example you may 

not continually place the suit led on declarer's right as a reminder that 

this was the first lead. LAW 40C3(a) “Unless permitted by Regulating 

Authority, a player is not entitled during the auction and PLAY 

PERIODS to any aids to his memory, calculation or technique.”
